Hello Stoneybrook residents.   
 

 

My name is David Lethem, and I am currently the Treasurer of the Stoneybrook Board.  I am a re-

cent addition to the Board, filling out the remainder Jeremy Tobackôs term.  I live on Rock Ridge 

Lane, with my wife Tammy, our 7 month old son Jake, and my youngest daughter Katie. 

As Treasurer, Iôd like to take this opportunity to highlight some of the key financial issues of this 

year.  As of the end of May, we have collected $650,000 so far in assessments, capital contributions, 

and other miscellaneous income accounts.  Our cash expenses through the end of May totaled 

$420,700 (not including $11,000 of accounts payable at the end of May), leaving a positive cash 

flow balance of about $229,000.  While this is a positive trend, the timing of certain larger pay-

ments, such as our insurance bill, will be made over the coming months.  It is still too early and 

there is still too much uncertainty in the local economy to predict where weôll be financially at year 

end.  We will be starting the 2011 budget process next month, and will be looking for about three 

volunteers to assist the Board in this process.  Let me know if you are interested by emailing me at 

treasurer@stoneybrookgateway.org. 

Also, the Board has been very diligent at finding ways to cut costs.  For example, we have saved 

over $13,000 annually on our property/liability insurance, and, by reviewing and questioning our 

propane bill, we are receiving a credit this month of almost $2,500.  There are many other areas we 

are reviewing to find cost savings, and those will be discussed as they happen.  Thank you! 

Notes from the June Master Board Meeting 

 

The ARC Committee wanted clarification in the use of Areca palms in landscaping. The Board 

voted to allow the use of Areca palms around a pool/screened lanai enclosures only. 

The Board is awaiting clear documentation from Gateway Services CDD that prove control and 

ownership of the roadways within Stoneybrook at Gateway. 

Filla spa update: The Fillaôs have been presented an offer by the Association that would end all 

future legal proceedings. The Fillaôs have until July 11th to respond. 

The board voted to update the computer hardware & software in the gatehouse to improve the ac-

curacy & to expedite guests through the gatehouse. 

The Association currently has over a $2500.00 credit with the propane company. 

Room rental rates went up from $100.00 to $150.00 for half day and $200.00 to $300.00 for full 

day rentals. In addition, the contract language was modified to reflect the use of common areas by 

guests, is not included as part of the rental. 

The request was approved for Neighborhood Watch volunteers to have shirts for their members to 

identify themselves while on patrol. 

Due to risks of potential injuries it was discussed & approved that glass bottles and aluminum 

cans would not be allowed pool side. 

Due to a rodent infestation food will not be allowed anywhere in the gated areas around the pool.
